In 1965, The Beatles rocked New York City, St. Louis
celebrated the completion of the Gateway Arch,

and John A. Butte started an incredible career in
broadcasting.

John is one of those people in our industry whose
name is synonymous with the advancement of

our industry over the last 58 years, the latter half
spent contributing to our NATAS chapter. John is a
pioneer, an innovator, and a generous mentor.

Throughout his career, John found new ways
to connect audiences with impactful stories. In 1993, he served as executive producer of a nationally
syndicated advocacy journalism program, “The Crusaders.” In 1996, he created the Ohio News Network —
known as “ONN” — a 24/7 cable news channel supported by a consortium of legacy stations in the state’s
largest markets. A year later, he helped launch a digital-first strategy at ONN, a concept highly innovative
for its time.

John’s accomplishments are too many to list, but highlights include leading multiple newsrooms to market
dominance, an Edward R. Murrow Award, and induction into NATAS Central Great Lakes’ Silver Circle in
2014.

From 2009 to 2017, John taught an entire new generation of journalists at Kent State University, where he
was a “practitioner in residence.” In the classroom, John taught students production and performance.
Out of the classroom, John instilled the participation and discipline it takes to navigate a modern
newsroom. John remains in the lives of his students long after graduation, both as a friend and a mentor.

Beyond his contributions to broadcasting, John'’s serves his community. Over the years, he’s worked closely
with the Salvation Army, The Urban League, and the American Red Cross, among others. More recently,
John joined Project Love’s executive board and is engaged in promoting Cleveland as “Kindland.”

Throughout his career, John demonstrated the leadership and character of a model Gold Circle inductee.

Peggy McClelland has worked at television stations
in Indiana and Hawaii including WTTV, WNDY,
KFVE and WISH-TV, and owned two of her own
companies. As the Executive Producer of Circle City
Broadcasting Entertainment, Peggy leads the non-
news programming at WISH-TV, including Business,

Equity & Opportunities, Life.Style.Live!, and various
specials, plus commercial and remote productions.
An award-winning producer, she was inducted into the Indiana Broadcasters Hall of Fame in 2022.

Ms. McClelland’s career began in 1973 with WBST radio and as a freelance voice-over talent. Her first TV
station job came in 1976 as a Production Technician at WTTV. In 1987 she was promoted to Production
Manager.

In November 1989, Ms. McClelland accepted the Production Manager position at KFVE-TV in Honolulu,
Hawaii, a job she held until 1993. Her first company, Professional Productions and Promotions, was
established that year.

Returning to Indiana in 1995, Ms. McClelland was the Executive Producer for WNDY-TV before returning to
WTTV as the Executive Producer in charge of Production in 1997.

Over the years Ms. McClelland has produced a wide variety of programs and served as the Executive
Producer for the statewide Hoosier Millionaire Game Show. Her second company, Producers Plus, Inc., was
created in 2003.

In 2010, Ms. McClelland was brought in to create a successful one-hour show called “Indy Style” for WISH-
TV, which for 10 years was the only daily local live lifestyle program in Indianapolis. In 2022, she was a
driving force behind it’s rebranding to “Life.Style.Live!”

In addition to creating numerous Emmy nominated specials for WISH, she helped create the new “All
Indiana Bets” show in 2020 and “Business, Equity & Opportunities” in 2022.



Respected for her leadership, mentorship, and
commitment to excellence, Terra Brantley has been

described as “truly a heavy hitter in our market” a

‘trailblazer and community icon.”

Terra is the longest serving African American news anchor in the state of Indiana, an Emmy and SPJ
award winner, and inductee to the Indiana Associated Press Hall of Fame for her journalistic integrity and
community work around the state. A 38-year news veteran, she was instrumental in launching WFFT FOX

55’s first 5 and 6 p.m. hour long newscasts as the solo anchor in 2023.

Committed to uplifting the Fort Wayne community and her colleagues alike, she excels as a motivational
speaker around the region sharing her personal experience of how she and her children overcame domestic
violence and now inspire and connect with others.

Terra is an advocate for diversity in media. She also established the Terra Brantley Foundation which

provides $15,000 college scholarships to female students at Boys and Girls Clubs in Northeast Indiana.

This proud Cleveland, Ohio native, Ohio University graduate and Cleveland Call & Post’s William O. Walker
Memorial Scholarship winner, says she is thrilled to come full circle and return to her hometown to humbly

accept the Silver Circle Emmy for Lifetime Achievement.



Andy Fishman is currently the News Director at WJW-

Ohio.

The first time Andy stepped foot in a television station was in high school, courtesy of the NATAS Cleveland

His coverage, both on-air and
online, has garnered him a vast following of hundreds of thousands, a testament to the trust and respect he
has earned. Mark’s dedication to his craft and connection with viewers has made him an indelible part of the
Cleveland community for generations.
His passion for weather and science is only surpassed by his love of family. When he is not working, you
can catch Mark sharing a glass of wine with his wife, Mary, or cheering on his granddaughter Elizabeth at
her volleyball matches. He also enjoys a jog through the streets of Cleveland, tending to his garden, and
spoiling his pups.

BETSY KLING

Born and raised right here in Northeast Ohio, Betsy’s
hometown, Copley, is in Summit County just to the
west of Akron. After graduating from Copley High
School, she went to Bowling Green State University
where she earned her journalism degree and a minor in
meteorology. She finished her remaining meteorology
coursework through Mississippi State University. Betsy
worked in Fort Wayne, Indiana, and Jacksonville,
Florida, before coming home in 2003. In 2008 she became Cleveland'’s first female Chief Meteorologist.

Betsy is part of a small (but growing!) group of women in the country who have earned the prestigious Certified
Broadcast Meteorologist (CBM) accreditation from the American Meteorological Society, as well as the Seal of
Approval from the National Weather Association (NWA). Betsy was named National Weather Association 2021
Broadcaster of the Year, is the only person to be named Member of the Year twice by the organization (2021,
2004), and received a Special Achievement award in 2015. She has been a long time Broadcast Program
Chair for the NWA'’s Annual Meeting, is a past Councilor and was a founding board member of the NWA
Foundation. Additionally, she currently serves on the AMS Board on Broadcast Meteorology.

In 2018, 3News tapped Betsy to start a multi-year initiative to encourage a focus on STEM education (Science,
Technology, Engineering and Math). The station quickly gained recognition for shining the spotlight on women
in STEM careers and highlighting “STEMbassadors” -- women and girls doing great things in STEM. The
collections of stories and interviews are available at WKYC’s Growing Curiosity: Girls in STEM. The series now
continues as “Growing STEM” and is featured every Wednesday on SNews at 5PM.

Betsy is the winner of numerous Emmys and Ohio Journalism awards. In November of 2015, Betsy was the

8th recipient of one of the highest honors in Northeast Ohio media -- The Chuck Heaton Award from The Press
Club of Cleveland. It is given to an individual who best exemplifies the qualities of Chuck Heaton, the late Plain
Dealer reporter and Press Club Hall of Famer who passed away in February 2008. Heaton was known for his
lifelong dedication to journalism, his fairness, his concern for community and helping others. Betsy has been
named the “Best of Cleveland” Weather Forecaster by the readers of Cleveland Magazine in 2015, 2016, 2017,
2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022 and 2023. She’s also been featured on the magazine’s cover of the “City List”
issue and is a “Most Interesting People” alumna. Additionally, Kling is a “Best of” in other publications like
Cleveland Scene (2023, 2022, 2021 Best Anchor/Personality, 2019 Best Anchor, 2018 Best TV Personality,
2016 Best Meteorologist), and Akron Magazine. Crain’s Cleveland named her a Notable Woman in STEM in
2019. Passionate about teaching people of all ages about the weather, Betsy created and produced 3News’
Weather Education Day with the Cleveland Indians (now the Guardians).

He joined WVIZ/PBS from
Scripps-Howard Broadcasting where he was News/Special Projects Producer.

His start in broadcasting was as a news producer for WHP CBS 21 Harrisburg and WHP 580 in
Pennsylvania. He holds a Bachelor of Science in Communications/Radio, TV, Film from Messiah College/
Temple University. Mark is a founding board member and on the executive committee of the Ohio Debate
Commission.

He and his wife Jacqueline have two grown children and reside in Cleveland, Ohio. Over his career
