Online applications must be completed by May 1, 2025.

Applications will be screened by our scholarship committee and finalists will be notified in May. All finalists will be interviewed via
Zoom by members of the NATAS Central Great Lakes Chapter scholarship selection committee.

Scholarship recipients will be invited to the 56th Annual NATAS Central Great Lakes Chapter Regional Emmy® Awards on June
21,2025, where they will be recognized on stage.
